H.Samuel and Ernest Jones required refreshing interfaces to reflect their Christmas collections and promotions, I re-designed the look of both sites to incorporate a professional, targeted Christmas theme.

I also helped integrate an ‘email-a-friend’ functionality into the existing H.Samuel site so a user might select gifts from the online range and send snapshots (with prices) and a message to prospective gift-buyers via email.
